Troparion for the Resurrection, in tone 3
Let the heavens rejoice and the earth be glad, For the Lord has done a mighty act with his own arm. He has
trampled death by death and became the first born from the dead. He has delivered us from the depths of hades,
granting the world the great mercy.

Troparion of the Archangels tone 4
Commanders of the heavenly hosts, we who are unworthy beseech you; by your prayers encompass us under
the wings of your incorporeal glory, and faithfully preserve us who fall down and cry out to you; deliver us from
all harm, for you are the commanders of the powers on high.

Kontakion of the Theotokos tone 2
Protector of Christians, champion undefeated, mediator most sure with our creator, disregard not the voice of
prayer of sinners, but come quickly in your goodness, to help us who cry out to you with faith: Be swift to
intercede, make hast to supplicate, O Theotokos, protector always of those who honour you.
